Securing the Oven

With the conduit connected, the oven
is ready to be slid into the cutout
opening.

Loop a 36” string around the conduit
before the oven is slid into place. This
will keep the conduit from falling be-

hind the oven.

back into the opening. Remove the
string.

Note: Before drilling the pilot holes
make sure the oven is pushed as far
back into the opening as it will go
and centered.

Drill four-1/8" pilot holes through the
mounting holes (top and bottom) of the
side trim, for the four #8 screws
provided. Drill eight holes for the
Double Oven.

The screws must be a
minimum of 1/4” from
the front of the cutout.
